Standards Branch without invoking the Police Act.

- Citizen Concerns: A complaint of policy/service or an allegation of a minor misconduct
that is not received in writing as required by the Police Act, that, had it been received in
writing could have been categorized as a misconduct or a complaint of policy/service
under the Police Act.

- Information Only: A complaint or concern that if proven, would not constitute
misconduct as described in the Police Service Regulation. This also includes matters that
due to their substance cannot be categorized under the Police Act without a written
complaint.  Information Only files can also consist of citizen inquiries and risk
management files which do not constitute a complaint.
